Informative Speaking Assignment

You may select the topic for the speech.  Keep in mind that you must a) have the best interest of your audience in mind, b) choose a topic which interests you or that you are somewhat of an expert on, and c) you can educate your audience sufficiently on in the allotted timeframe.  Your general goal is to convey knowledge and understanding of the topic to you classmates.

Requirements
1.  The presentation must be 5-7 minutes in length.  If the presentation is over or under this time limit I will deduct points from your overall score.
2. This assignment requires you research your topic, and that you use research to support your   main ideas.  Your research must come from at least three separate reputable sources.  You may use the library, computer resources or interviews with subject matter experts.  DO NOT USE WIKIPEDIA!  This will result in a failing grade on the assignment.
3. An outline along with a works cited page must be turned in.  You may use either MLA or APA.
4. Your speech must be extemporaneous.  For this speech I require that note cards are used.  The presentation should not be memorized or written out word for word as a manuscript.
Your grade will be determined by:
1.  A clear, identifiable introduction, body, and conclusion.
2. Your introduction must include an attention getting device, a statement of credibility, and a preview of your main points.
3. Your body must follow one of the organizational patterns discussed in class and have transition statements between main points.
4. A minimum of three outside credible sources.
5. You must signal that you are concluding, review you main points, and end with a memorable statement.
6. Your delivery must be extemporaneous, which allows for eye contact, vocal variety, and purposeful movement and gestures.
7. A typed outline and works cited page.
